Guest Suite & Guest Room Reservation Procedures

We would like to remind residents regarding the procedures for the reservation and use of the Guest Suites and Guest Rooms located on the second floor of 10 Queen’s Quay West.  MTCC 989 and MTCC 979 share these guest facilities as part of the common facilities.

Reservation

The reservation of the Guest Suites and Guest Rooms must be made through the Management Office in person or by phone.  We will then provide a Reservation Agreement, which must be signed and returned promptly to the Management Office.  

Payment

Postdated cheques representing the rental fee ($70.00/night for Guest Room 2 & 3, $100./night for Guest Suite 4, $125./night for Guest Suite 1) and security deposit 

($500.00) must be submitted to the Management Office along with the signed 

Reservation Agreement, at least one week in advance of the date reserved.

Cancellations

Any cancellation must be made at least three days in advance of the date reserved in 

order to obtain a refund of the rental fee. 

There will be no refund of any portion of the rental fee after the commencement of the period reserved (i.e. if the guest vacates the Guest Suite or Guest Room earlier than the end of the period reserved).

Check In And Out

The keys to the Guest Suites and Guest Rooms may be picked up from the Concierge desk at 10 Queen’s Quay West as of 3:00 p.m. on the first day of the reservation.  Check out time is at 11:00 a.m. on the last day of the reservation. 

Access To Recreational Facilities

Occupants of the Guest Suites and Guest Rooms are allowed to use the recreational facilities only when accompanied by a resident. 

Security Deposit

The security deposit will be returned after the term of the rental, once Management conducts an inspection of the Guest Suite or Guest Room and its contents and establishes that no damage occurred.

1.  LICENSE TO USE/OCCUPATION 

Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979 and Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989 (hereinafter 'Owner') hereby agree to grant to the undersigned resident the license to use the Guest Suite as designated above (hereinafter 'Guest Suite') for the sole purpose of accommodating resident's guests, under conditions as set out in this License. In granting the aforesaid License, the resident (hereinafter the 'Licensee') hereby agrees to pay to the Owner the sum of: $70.00 (seventy dollars), $100.00 (one hundred) or $125.00 (one hundred twenty-five dollars) for every night the said Guest Suite is used, occupied and/or reserved for the exclusive use of the Licensee. The Owner acknowledges receipt of an amount equal to $70.00 (seventy dollars), $100.00 (one hundred) or $125.00 (one hundred twenty-five dollars) times the number of nights specified above together with a deposit of $500.00 (five hundred dollars - hereinafter the 'Security Deposit') to be used, without restricting the Owner's remedies, for the repair of damage to the suite or its contents or otherwise to a unit or the common elements of the Owner or their contents and to save harmless and indemnify the Owner in regard to any claim, loss, expense or liability relating to or arising out of the occupancy or use of the suite while licensed to or in possession of the Licensee. It is understood by the Licensee that the Security Deposit will be returned to the Licensee immediately after the expiration of this license under condition that the management conducts an inspection of the suite and suite contents after the termination of the occupancy by the resident and/or Its guests, and establishes that no damage other than regular wear and tear, In the view of the management, occurred as a result of licensed occupancy. Additionally, it is understood by the Licensee that if such damage exceeds the Security Deposit, the Owner will through its contractors bring the damaged suite or the suite contents to the condition as existed prior to the occupancy by the Licensee and any such expense in its entirely Will be the sole responsibility of the Licensee. The Licensee hereby expressly acknowledges and confirms that the License hereinbefore granted shall not create the relationship of landlord and tenant between Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989 and the Licensee, and that the occupation of the Guest Suite shall be only as a licensee as aforesaid. 

2. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF USE 

2.1. The Licensee hereby covenants and agrees to keep and maintain the said Guest Suite and suite contents in good state of repair, and furthermore, that the Licensee shall be responsible for all damages resulting from the occupancy or use of the Guest Suite by the Licensee or anyone permitted in the Guest Suits by the Licensee not resulting from the reasonable wear and t  'ear to the said Guest Suite In the manner for which it was intended to be used, namely the overnight accommodation for guests of the 'Licensee. Licensee shall be responsible for all damages resulting from the breach of this Agreement by the Licensee, its guests, or anyone permitted in the Guest Suite by the Licensee or its guests. 

2.2. The Licensee, -its guests, or anyone permitted to the Guest Suite by the Licensee or its guests, shall not use the Guest Suite or any portion of the property owned by Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979 and/or Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989 for any illegal purposes. 

2.3. The Licensee hereby covenants and agrees that it shall be responsible and/or liable for his/hers guests compliance with this agreement, Rules and Regulations of the Common Facilities Committee, and Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979, and Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989, and applicable Codes. 

2.4. The Licensee hereby covenants and agrees that it shall be responsible and/or liable for any act, claims, damages, nuisance, or liabilities whatsoever occasioned or caused by the Licensee's guests within the boundaries of the property owned by Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979 and/or Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989.

2.5. The Licensee, for itself and on behalf of its guests, -undertakes to occupy the Guest Suite on or after the day and hour of this License commencement, and to vacate the Guest Suite on or before the day and the hour of this License expiration. 

2.6. The Licensee, for itself and on behalf of its guests, licensees. or invitees, hereby confirm and acknowledge that Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979 and/or Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No, 989. and/or Common Facilities Committee, and/or their respective representatives, employees, or agents. shall not be responsible for theft, damage or loss whatsoever for any article, goods, chattels or otherwise kept or maintained by the Licensee and/or its guests, licensees and/or invitees within the aforesaid Guest Suite and that the aforesaid parties shall use the Guest Suite at their sole risk and responsibility. 

2.7. The occupants of the Guest Suite, during the term of this licenser. are allowed to use recreational facilities owned by Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 979 and Metropolitan Toronto Condominium Corporation No. 989, if and when accompanied by the resident. Licensee confirms and agrees that all damages, claims, costs or expenses whatsoever resulting from such use of the said recreational facilities are Its sole responsibility. 

2.8. The term of this License cannot extend over the period or more than seven days. 

2.9. The Guest Suite is designated as a nonsmoking area. 

2.10. The Licensee shall pick up the keys to the Guest Suite immediately prior to commencement of this License from the front security desk of 10 Queen's Quay West, and shall return said keys to the front security desk of 10 Queen's Quay West immediately after the expiration of this License. 

2.11. The Licensee undertakes the responsibility to fully control the access to and from the Guest Suite at all times during the occupancy. The number of guests occupying the suite shall not exceed the maximum number set out above. 

2.12. The Licensee undertakes the responsibility to report immediately any problems it is aware of that are related to regular and expected function of the Guest Suite or its contents to the Property Manager, the Superintendent, or the Concierge. 

2.13. The Owner will arrange to clean the Guest Suite prior to the commencement of the License between the hour of 12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. and on each third day of the-occupancy, if applicable. The Owner shall not be responsible for any delay in the performance of cleaning service due to any cause above its reasonable control. 

2.14. All fees and the Security Deposit are due at the time of the execution of this Agreement. All fees and the Security Deposit paid and presented by the Licensee at the time of execution of this License are refundable in their entirety for unused Guest Suite when the reservation is canceled at least seventy-two hours in advance of the commencement of the License. The Licensee will be charged with an administration fee of $60.00 (sixty dollars) at the time of such cancellation. If the reservation for the Guest Suite Is canceled less than seventy-two hours in advance of the booking date, only the Security Deposit will be refunded -to the Licensee. There will be no refund of any portion of the fees after the commencement of the term of this License in the case Licensee terminates the occupancy of the Guest Suite earlier than the expiration time of the License term as herein written for any reason whatsoever. 

2.15. The Owner reserves the right to terminate this license at any time if it determines in its sole discretion that the Licensee, it's guests or anyone permitted in the Guest Suite by the Licensee is in breach of this Agreement. 

The Licensee acknowledges, confirms, covenants and agrees to abide with and be bound by all the aforesaid conditions as evidenced by its execution hereof.
