Owner/Agent Guidelines For Suite Rentals

1. Owner must inform Management in writing that they have rented/leased their suite and provide a copy of the lease or rental agreement to the Management Office for their records.

2. If an owner grants power of attorney to a person or agent, a copy of that document must be provided to the Management Office for their records.

3. If an owner/agent rents or leases a suite, a copy of the lease/rental agreement along with a signed undertaking by the tenant to abide by all Rules, Regulations, By-Laws and Declaration of the Corporation must be provided to the Management Office for the records in conjunction with the written approval of the owner of the suite before any keys or access cards can be provided by the Management Office.

4. Residents and owners agree that their parking space will not be rented or leased to anyone who does not reside within 10 Yonge Street or 10 Queen’s Quay West.

5. Real Estate agents, owners or those acting with power of attorney for the owner must inform any prospective residents or lessees that a fee is required for each of the access fobs and garage remotes and that the amount of the fee is $50.00 each.

6. Real Estate agents, owners or those acting with power of attorney for the owner must inform any prospective residents or lessees that they are to register with the Property Management Office the names of any person(s) residing in the suite.

7. Real Estate agents are not allowed to make copies of any keys issued to them by security unless they have the express written permission of the suite owner with a copy left on file with the Property Management Office.
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
